The Rector Writes
‘Do whatever he tells you’

His mother said to the servants, Do
whatever he tells you.' John 2:5

These words
account  describing  the  first
miraculous sign performed by Jesus
in Galilee (John 2.1-11). This sign
came from what was a private and
very needy discussion between
Jesus, his mother Mary and a
wedding banquet wine steward.

The setting was the village of Cana;
the event was a wedding to which
Jesus, his family and friends had
been invited. The needy moment
revolved around the embarrassment
of runnlng out of wine.

joy and the encouraging of faith.
Isaiah 55.1 speaks of wine as a
symbol of Joy —and there was great
joy around Jesus at that wedding in
Cana. But there is much more to the
words of Mary and the miracle that
resulted from them. We can often
focus on the ‘saving of the day’ and
miss the greater thing — the saving of
the world!

My starting place is the encounter of
John the Baptist with Jesus. Jesus is
revealed as the anointed one - the
Messiah and Saviour. John the
Baptist announces -"Look, the Lamb
of God, who takes away the sin of

words. Water is turned into wine
declaring the glory of heaven and
earth being joined as one just as
Jesus had said to Nathaniel. The
need is met, not just met but done
so with the most amazing generosity.
The moment is transformed, the best
is received, not a bonus, or a trick by
which Jesus can raise the game but
simply that is what he does. Jesus
gives the best to those who trust in
his words and seek to follow him -
for they have seen his glory - the
angels on ladders, heaven touching
earth —amazing!

The song says it all:

One shall tell another, and he shall

in every street, so warm and
welcoming.

If John the Baptist points us to Jesus,
if Jesus the teacher invites us to
come along and if those who follow
him invite others however sceptical
they may be, there is one decision
that Jesus calls us to make as he
speaks to us. ‘Do whatever he (the
Father) tells you.'

How? Well, we need to be good
listeners and observers. Mary could
see, she understood and she knew
who could make the difference, not
just saving face BUT transforming
and making whole. We too need to
listen carefully, to be open to the
grompting of the Holy Spirit in our
lives. We need to have that
awareness that comes from our
desire to seek and be with Jesus in
the way we too are transformed.
When we get that hint, that
suggestion, that overwhelming
conviction to do something like
Mary, we must make that step.
Indeed when we do, we too
experience  the  transformative
generosity of Jesus in all he gives us,
shares with us, heals and gives his
fullness of life to us.

Let us find ways, time and space to
see Jesus, to follow him in the way
that brings new and amazing insights
- to be with him in prayer, in quiet, in
worship and praise. May we desire
to be the ‘Philips’ in the church with
an invitation to everyone to come
and see Jesus, meet him and get to
know him as their Saviour. But let us
remember that none of this will
happen unless we say “Yes Lord | will
do whatever you tell me to do”.

May God bless us as we seek his
transforming love - living the reality
of that first miraculous sign — water
turned into wine.
