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Colchester Foodbank charity works in
partnership with  Wivenhoe and
Brightlingsea Foodbanks to provide
emergency food tdocal individuals
and families in crisis. Frontline
professionals refer people to the
Foodbank, over a third of those they
send there for help are children. The
Foodbank provides a lifeline of
support when things get really
difficult for people, to stop tbm
getting much worse and hopefully to
help make things better.

The charity's biggest cost is operating
the warehouse- about £20,000 per
annum. The warehouse is where the
C22Rol ylQa I NJY e
welcomes clients, as well as receiving,
sorting, stomg and then
redistributing food to people in need
which has been generously donated
by local people. For the same cost of
renting, the Foodbank could pay to
buy a building if they can just raise
enough for a deposit first.

At the time of writing this (nd-
October), people have already
generously donated £30,879.

The Foodbank is hugely grateful that,
